The company will continue to try to promote from within and will post openings for job opportunities
internally at the respective facilities for staff to apply to. Managers will also incorporate long-term
employee career goals into annual staff reviews and provide check-ins and one-on-one meetings to
help staff try to meet those goals.

Diversity and inclusivity training will be conducted with all members of the company's management
team no later than October 31st, 2021. Additional training focusing on harassment and promoting
diversity and good communication in the workplace will be held for the staff.

The company's management team, which includes Executive Leadership, Managers, Assistant
Manager's and Shift Leads, is currently estimated at 80% male, 20% female, 16% over 40, and 5%
persons of color. Each September with the start of its annual renewals, the company will survey and
update its percentages to monitor the outcome of the company's efforts to encourage diversity and
inclusivity, as well as efforts to encourage the growth and career goals of our staff.

The company will create and implement a "Get To Know Our Team Survey" in September of 2021
that will establish baseline metrics for the organization regarding the number of days employees
carpool, use public transportation, or alternative transportation in a week as well as the number of
days they work from home in a month.

The Green Commuter program will then be implemented to track and incentivize these activities
with a monthly prize drawing, such as a $50 store gift certificate or similar prizes for participants.
